Begin to be understood when speaking but may have some inconsistent use of standard English grammatical forms and sounds (e.g. plurals, pronouns)
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Ask and answer questions by using phrases or simple sentences.
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Writing Conventions - Capitalization/Punctuation

Use a period or question mark at the end of a sentence.
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Writing Strategies and Applications K-2 - Capitalization/Punctuation
